Jun 29th 1915 – Oct 28th 1918


1915

29 June

Left England for Mudros (port on Isle of Limnos)

05 July

Arrive Gibraltar - coal ship

06 July

Left for Malta

10 July

Arrive Malta - coal ship

12 July

Left for Mudros

16 July

Arrive Mudros - coal and provision

21 July

Left for Imbros (now Gokceada)

22 July

Arrive Imbros and left same day to bombard forts of Dardenelles

23, 24, 25 July
Still bombarding forts and one shrapnel shell enters Carpenters cabin - no damage

26 July

Arrive Imbros and take in water and four more guns are taken aboard. Steam boat on fire - no damage

27, 28, 29 July
Carry on bombarding forts. Turkish aeroplane brought down by English machine

30, 31 July

Arrive Imbros - coal ship, provision and take water, paint ship.

1, 2, 3 August

All ships give heavy shelling all along the Turkish coast

6 August

Left Endymion for Chatham and left Imbros same night

7 August

Our troops made landing in Suvla bay (on the Gallipoli peninsula) and the fleet were shelling the forts and sending troops ashore in boats, gun crew on Endymion killed, German aeroplane attempt to bomb ships and landing forces are driven off with gunfire

8, 9 August

Still in Sulva Bay and still bombarding heavy few shells drop on HMS Swiftsure.

10 August

Leave Sulva Bay and go further up coast to shell Turkish troops reported from aircraft and then came back to Sulva.

11, 12, 13 August
Stay in Sulva, bombard forts and put five guns out of action, aeroplanes came over but are driven off.

14 August

Leave for Mudros and arrive same day collier comes alongside.

15 August

Coal ship, provision and take ammunition ship

18 August

We leave and are continually escorting troopships in and out of Mudros for five weeks.

September

The latter part of September we go to Imbros and General Hamilton came aboard for passage to Marseilles. Arrived Marseilles and had to go in dock to be repaired and General Munro came aboard for passage to Imbros. Arrived Imbros and coaled ship and then left for Alexandria, General Munro aboard, coal ship and get 5 hours leave. Leave Alexandria come to Mudros for Kitchener and leave same day for Salonica with General Munro still aboard and Kitchener takes passage in HMS Dartmouth. Arrive Salonica, General Munro has a fall and sprains his ankle, Kitchener comes aboard and leaves same day. We leave for Mudros and coal ship and I am drafted from HMS Chatham to HMS Europa. (22 Nov – naval records)

1916

January

Am rated O.S. and drafted to R.N. Boat Ship, West Mudros. We often get Turkish aeroplanes over but they do no damage and several are brought down by our Imbros patrols.

1917

March 21

Zeppelin comes over and drops several bombs on Europa’s football field but gets away.

March

Our machines make raids on Constantinople and drop large number of bombs.

June 18

Go aboard HMS Europa to pass for A.B. am rated A.B.

August 18

Return to R.N. Boatship

September 3

Air raid by our machines on Constantinople and while they are away eight Turkish machines make four separate attacks on air station but are unable to make direct hits on account of our crossfire and after two and half hours are driven off by our machines that have returned.

1918

January 20

Souvian is sunk and large number of relieves lost, also big mail.

February 19

Inspection of Boat ship and Distillery Plant by Sir Eric Geddon and his staff.

February 23

Hostile machines are sighted but are out of range of our guns.

April 18

Leave boat ship and go on board HMS Heroic and leave harbour 4pm

April 19
