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The last two or three years I was at Camp Hill coincided with
the first years of the Great War. Exciting years, even for boys at
School. ~ Masters leaving to join the Forces, senior scholars
looking forward to the time when they too could fight, the
formation of the Cadet Corps, temporary Masters to take the
places of others who had joined up, Lady Teachers who must have
found us a handful, and in particular I wonder if Miss O. R.
remembers teaching French to Form 5 (1) as vividly as does the
writer? All these things happening upset the normal life of the
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The Great War of 1914-1918 affected the School, as it affected
every other phase of national life. To chronicle the rapid and
bewildering changes on the staff would be quite impossible. ~Suffice
it to say that at least twelve men, who were on the staff for varying
periods, joined some branch of the Service : of these Messrs. Davis, |
Fentiman, A. Hinckley and Smith eventually returned to the
School, where we hope they will long remain. Of the Old Boys
more than 1000 joined the colours, and 132 made the supreme
sacrifice. That these men worthily upheld the tradition of the

School is evident from the number of distinctions gained, including
the coveted V.C.
