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	The Battalion moved back to original position in BLANGY.  Our casualties considering the ground gained were slight.  2/Lieut A H WHYTE & D C MORRISON were killed.  2/Lieut R SHEDDEN DOBBIE  (subsequently died of wounds) JL STEWART, E F DUNCAN, T M WEIR, W S SHANKLAND, S F BAILLIE were wounded 2/Lieut A FERGUSON also wounded at duty.  42 O.R’s killed, 7 missing, 127  wounded, 13 rejoined later.  Hostile sniping action in the earlier stages accounted for a considerable proportion.  The enemy’s barrage was weak.  Our attack seemed to come as a surprise and 127 Germans were taken prisoner.  We captured a 7.7 mm gun and several machine guns, in addition to stores,  ammunition etc.  Prisoners were dejected and spoke with terror of our destructive and effective barrage and artillery preparation.  
Moved back to billet in ARRAS. Quarter masters store and reserve personnel from DUISANS  rejoin. 
General clean up and refit.  A light day to give the men opportunity to rest and recover.  Billets rather overcrowded – move into new area – with more accommodation.  Work of refitting proceeded with and on subsequent days .  Supply various light working parties.  ARRAS shelled occasionally with long range high velocity guns doing but little damage.  Baths and clean clothes issued.  Orders received that the Division will shortly go into the line again but further south – 45th Brigade on left left on CAMBRAI road 44th on right.
